How It Works

In our initial launch phase, The Community
Foundation seeks donations of S$1 million
and above. Such donations are entitled to
naming rights, if the donor so chooses.
Whether the funds are used for endowment or
otherwise will depend on the donor’s wishes,
which we will respect.

The donor has the choice of making an
unrestricted donation (which may be used
for any sector or organisation proposed by
The Community Foundation) or a restricted
donation to a specific cause or organisation.

Depending on the service level and the
amount donated, a small fee may be charged
for the services rendered by The Community
Foundation, such as due diligence reporting
and accountability to the donor.

Meeting Community Needs

We draw the attention of the donor

Achieving The Donor’s Intent

We offer independent advice to the
donor who not only needs assistance

on choosing the sector to support,

but also seeks assurance that his/her
contribution is well-spent by the grantee.
We liaise with the grantee and account
to the donor on how the fund is to be
used, while a substantial donor will
receive a customised stewardship report.

Sustained Giving

Besides enabling the donor to
contribute for as long as he/she wishes,
The Community Foundation also serves
as an “incubator” for future foundations.
Essentially, this means that the donor

who is not ready to start his/her

own foundation can be exposed to
our grant-making approaches before
deciding if he/she prefers to set up
his/her own foundation. Through The
Community Foundation, the donor’s
giving can be strategic, focused and
just as importantly, inspire others

to give.

Economies of Scale

We handle the grant administrative
work of multiple donors though a
common secretariat and the same
Board of Trustees. The donor will
thus incur potentially lower costs
than if he/she was to set up his/her
own foundation.

Tax Deduction

The Community Foundation is a
Philanthropic Organisation with
Institution of a Public Character
(IPC) status, which allows for
tax-deductible donations.
